Prominent Figures of History:

[W39] [K29] [G39] [14] § Henry II Plantagenet King of England (iii)- born 5 March 1133 Le Mans, Sarthe, France; died 6 July 1189 Chinon, Indre-et-Loire, France; buried 8 July 1189 Fontevrault Abbey, Fontevrault, Maine-Et-Loire, France. Henry II, first of the Angevin kings, was one of the most effective of all England's monarchs. He came to the throne amid the anarchy of Stephen's reign and promptly collared his errant barons. He refined Norman government and created a capable, self-standing bureaucracy. Only his ambition and intelligence equaled his energy. Henry survived wars, rebellion, and controversy to successfully rule one of the Middle Ages' most powerful kingdoms. 

[15] John ‘Lackland’ King of England (ii)- born 24 December 1166 Kings Manor House, Oxford, Oxfordshire, England; died 19 October 1216 Newark, Nottinghamshire, England; buried Cathedral, Worcester, Worcestershire, England. John was born on Christmas Eve 1166. His parents drifted apart after his birth; his youth was divided between his eldest brother Henry's house, where he learned the art of knighthood, and the house of his father's justiciar, Ranulf Glanvil, where he learned the business of government. As the fourth child, inherited lands were not available to him, giving rise to his nickname, Lackland. His first marriage lasted but ten years and was fruitless, but his second wife, Isabella of Angouleme, bore him two sons and three daughters. He also had an illegitimate daughter, Joan, who married Llywelyn the Great, Ruler of All Wales, from which the Tudor line of monarchs was descended. The survival of the English government during John's reign is a testament to the reforms of his father, as John taxed the system socially, economically, and judicially. Reigned 1199-1216. Signed Magna Carta in 1215 at Runnymede. His reign saw renewal of war with Phillip II Augustus of France to whom he has lost several continental possessions including Normandy by 1205. He came into conflict with his Barons and was forced to sign the Magna Carta. His later repudiation of the charter led to the first baron’s war 1215-17 during which John died. 

 [16] Henry III King of England (i)- born 1 October 1206 Winchester, Hampshire, England; died 16 November 1272 Westminster, Middlesex, England; buried 20 November 1272 Westminster Abbey, Westminster, Middlesex, England. Henry III, the first monarch to be crowned in his minority, inherited the

 throne at age nine. His reign began immersed in the rebellion created by his father, King John. London and most of the southeast were in the hands of the French Dauphin Louis and the northern regions were under the control of rebellious barons - only the midlands and southwest were loyal to the boy king. The barons, however, rallied under Henry's first regent, William the Marshall, and expelled the French Dauphin in 1217. William the Marshall governed until his death in 1219; Hugh de Burgh, the last of the justiciars to rule with the power of a king, governed until Henry came to the throne in earnest at age twenty-five.
territory, and defining foreign policy. He possessed the strength his father lacked and reasserted royal prerogative. Edward fathered many children as well: sixteen by Eleanor of Castille before her death in 1290, and three more by Margaret.

[18] Edward II King of England (vi)- born 25 April 1284 Caernarvon Castle, Caernarvon, Caernarvonshire, Wales; died 21 September 1327 Berkeley Castle, Berkeley, Gloucestershire, England buried 20 December 1327 Cathedral, Gloucester, Gloucestershire, England. Edward II lacked the royal dignity of his father and failed miserably as king. He inherited his father's war with Scotland and displayed his ineptitude as a soldier. Disgruntled barons, already wary of Edward as Prince of Wales, sought to check his power from the beginning of his reign. He raised the ire of the nobility by lavishing money and other rewards upon his male favorites. Such extreme unpopularity would eventually cost Edward his life.

[19] Edward III ‘the Confessor’ King of England (vii) - born 13 November 1312 at Windsor Castle, Berkshire; died 21 June 1377 at Sheen Palace, Richmond, Surrey; buried Westminster Abbey, Middlesex. The fifty-year reign of Edward III was a dichotomy in English development. Governmental reforms affirmed the power of the emerging middle class in Parliament while placing the power of the nobility into the hands of a few. Chivalric code reached an apex in English society but only masked the greed and ambition of Edward and his barons. Social conditions were equally ambiguous: the export of raw wool (and later, the wool cloth industry) prospered and spread wealth across the nation but was offset by the devastation wrought by the Black Death. Early success in war ultimately failed to produce lasting results. Edward proved a most capable king in a time of great evolution in England. 

[20] Edmund “of Langley” Prince of England (viii) - 5 June 1341, King's Langley, Hertfordshire, England; died 1 August 1402, Langley, Hertfordshire, England; Buried Church Of The Dominicans, Langley, Hertfordshire, England. Edmund, called "of Langley" from his birthplace at the Royal Palace of Kings Langley in Hertfordshire, was the fifth son of King Edward Ill, but the fourth who attained the age of maturity. When in his eighteenth year, he accompanied the king, together with his three elder brothers, in the expedition against France which sailed from England on the 28th of October 1359. As the army, after traversing the northern provinces, penetrated to the barriers of Paris, the young prince had ample opportunities for becoming familiar with military exercises before the conclusion of the Treaty of Bretigny on the 8th May following, after which the King returned, with his sons, to England. The negotiations, preparatory to the treaty, which had been carried on from the 8th July 1360 – the day of the arrival of King John of France at Calais after his release from captivity - until the following October, having been completed, King Edward, attended by his three younger sons, again passed over to Calais and Prince Edmund was among those who there swore to observe the conditions of peace. It was soon after this that he was elected into the Most Noble Order of the Garter.

[W35] William I “The Conqueror” England (ix) - born 14 October 1024; died 9 September 1087. William, the illegitimate son of the Duke of Normandy, spent his first six years with his mother in Falaise and received the duchy of Normandy upon his father's death in 1035. A council consisting of noblemen and William's appointed guardians ruled Normandy but ducal authority waned under the Normans' violent nature and the province was wracked with assassination and revolt for twelve years. In 1047, William reasserted himself in the eastern Norman regions and, with the aid of France's King Henry I, crushed the rebelling barons. He spent the next several years consolidating his strength on the continent through marriage, diplomacy, war and savage intimidation. By 1066, Normandy was in a position of virtual independence from William's feudal lord; Henry I of France and the disputed succession in England offered William an opportunity for invasion.             

[T13] James Touchet “Lord Audley” 5th Baron of Audley and Castlehaven (x) - born abt. 1398; died 23 September 1459. Baron of Audley and Castlehaven, who, summoned by Queen Margaret Anjou to command the forces that opposed Richard Neville and the Yorkists in the first battle of the War of the Roses. James was killed in that battle on 23 September 1459 that took place at Blore Heath, Shropshire, England. James Touchet married Eleanor De Holland on 14 February 1429. James Touchet ‘Lord Audley’ command the Lancastrian forces. James had previously distinguished himself in the wars of France, in 1418.

[29] William Mullins (xi) - born abt. 1578; died 1621. William Mullins, a Mayflower passenger, was born in Dorking, County Surrey, England.  He sailed on the Mayflower with his wife Alice, his children Joseph and Priscilla, and a manservant, Robert Carter.

[A1] [30] John Alden (iv) - born 1598/99, England (possibly Harwich, Essex, England); 12 September 1687, Duxbury, Massachusetts. John and Priscilla Alden probably have the largest number of descendants of any Mayflower passenger, but with stiff competition from Richard Warren and John Howland.  They are ancestors to Presidents John Adams and John Quincy Adams, poet Henry Wadsworth Longfellow, Actress Norma Jean Baker (Marilyn Monroe), Senator Adlai Ewing Stevenson II, Actor (George) Orson Welles, actor Peter Lawford and Vice President Dan Quayle.

[21] Constance Princess of England (xii) - Constance married Thomas Le Despencer, Earl of Gloucester, son of Edward Despencer, Baron Despenser and Elizabeth De Burghersh, Baroness Despenser, after 16 Apr 1378 in Bristol, Gloucestershire, England. (Thomas Le Despencer, Earl of Gloucester was born on 22 Sept. 1373 in, Essendine, Rutlandshire, England, died on 13 Jan 1399-1400 in, Bristol, Gloucestershire, England and was buried in Abbey, Tewkesbury, Gloucestershire, England.) Constance also married Edmund De Holand, Earl of Kent, son of Thomas De Holand, Earl of Kent, K.G. and Alice Fitzalan, Countess of Kent. (Edmund De Holand, Earl of Kent was born on 6 Jan 1382-1383 in, Brockenhurst, Kent, England, christened on 8 Jan 1382-1383 in St Thomas, Brockenhurst, Hampshire, England, died on 15 Sep 1408 in, Ile De Brehat,Cotes-Du-Nord, France and was buried in Abbey, Bourne, Lincolnshire, England.)

[G27] Egbert King of Wessex (xiii) - Egbert was King of Wessex in England from 802AD to his death. The King of Mercia drove him into exile in 789AD. Egbert lived in Gaul for three years, where he saw the expansion of Charlemagne’s empire. After gaining the West Saxon throne, Egbert destroyed the supremacy of Mercia in England. By conquering Cornwall, Kent, Surrey and Sussex, he permanently enlarged Wessex and made his kingdom supreme. The Mercians, East Anglians and Northumbrians recognized his overlordship. His reign foreshadowed the later growth of a United Kingdom of England.

Additional Notes and Notables:

§ See Henry II Plantagenet King of England- Henry II carried on his grandfather's policy of limiting the power of the nobles. He also tried to make the Roman Catholic Church in England submit to his authority. This policy brought him into conflict with Thomas a Becket, Archbishop of Canterbury. Four of the king's knights murdered Becket while he was at vespers in his cathedral. (I have personally visited this spot in Canterbury Cathdral in 1985, before I kew of any of this family history.)

† [T13]  James Touchet, 5th Baron of Audley- Lord Audley died on 23 September 1459 at the battle of Blore Heath commanding the Lancastrian forces against Richard Neville and the Yorkists. Queen Margaret of Anjou who was defending her son’s right to be heir to the throne had summoned James. There is a re-enactment of this battle each year on the original site.

‡ [K2] Coel “Old King Coel’ Coilus Britian -Coel Hen or Coel the Old is known to most of us through the famous nursery rhyme: Old King Cole was a merry old soul

James I 1566-1625- Religious dissension was the basis of an event that confirmed and fueled James' paranoia: the Gunpowder Plot of November 5, 1605. Guy Fawkes and four other Catholic dissenters were caught attempting to blow up the House of Lords on a day in which the king was to open the session. The conspirators were executed, but a fresh wave of anti-Catholic sentiments washed across England. James also disliked the Puritans who became excessive in their demands on the king, resulting in the first wave of English immigrants to North America. James, however, did manage to commission an Authorized Version of the Bible, printed in English in 1611.
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
