Dear Parents of Rooms 36 and 39,



Sixth grade is a new and exciting time in your child's life.  We hope to offer many great activities and field trips this year.  However, with school system budget cuts and new regulations, in order to continue our program at the current level, support must come from community sources.  We have also obtained two grants that will aid us in offering our students this and other stimulating and advanced learning experience.


Each year, the Mr. Feay’s and Ms. Marsh’s homerooms journey to Toyon Bay on Catalina Island for a three day excursion at the Catalina Island Marine Institute (CIMI).  This will be our 15th trip to the island.  It is an incredible experience for everyone involved.  We have arranged with the staff of CIMI to offer a highly academically challenging program which incorporates advanced level instruction and hands-on exploration of oceanography, marine biology, and astronomy, combined with hiking, boating, snorkeling, and entertaining activities led by certified, trained instructors. This program has proven to be both interesting and challenging for first timers as well as CIMI veterans.


Our students are scheduled to attend CIMI, October 11 - 13, 2002.  Yes, in just six weeks! This is early in the year, so the weather should be great and the ocean water warm (at lease warm for So Cal). We will leave Porter on Friday, October 11th at approximately 7:00 A.M. and return to Porter on Sunday October 13th at about 3:30 P.M.  Details on bus and boat transportation will be given later.


We encourage all our students to participate in this wonderful camp experience. (This is not a required school journey.)  This trip has proven to be a great mixer for our classes, as students have meet and formed friendships that have lasted throughout middleschool.  It is also exciting culmination of our in-class study programs of life, earth, and marine sciences. The cost this year will be $215 per child for all transportation, meals, lodging, instruction, materials, equipment, and insurance. 


Our total expenses for the trip will be approximately $14,000.  A deposit for the CIMI trip has already been submitted.  Our second payment of $3000 is due soon. The remainder is due on arrival (in 6 weeks). 

We will need approximately 8 chaperones for the trip.  If you are interested, please fill out the lower portion of the return letter.
